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The building connects Minneapolis today with 

Jerusalem yesterday, an arc of faith connected

by stones in the new city with stones from the

Old City. Connected also by the arc of faith of 

those praying as their ancestors did two millennia 

ago. Modern Judaism meets ancient tradition. New

synagogue echoing footsteps of the past. Today, men, 

women, children in the bright light of religious freedom, 

recall those persecuted, enslaved, by conquerors. Old 

songs are choruses of hope and future.
